Qualifying income includes
wages, Social Security benefits and payments to disabled veterans or their survivors. The Senate expanded the
definition in the House version of the bill, allowing an estimated 20 million senior citizens and 250,000 disabled
veterans to qualify for checks. Workers and others who paid income taxes last year on wages or investment
income would receive checks of up to $600 for individuals, $1,200 for couples. Payments would phase out for
individuals with more than $75,000 in adjusted gross annual income and couples with more than $150,000.
Childless individuals with incomes of more than $87,000, or $174,000 for couples, would get nothing. Anyone
qualifying for a check would receive an additional $300 for each dependent child under age 17.
